This is the third Public Involvement Centre (PIC) for the detail design of Highway 417
(Queensway) from west of Maitland Avenue to east of Island Park Drive, in the City of
Ottawa. This project has been split into several contracts.

The focus of this PIC is Contract 3 which involves the replacement of the Highway 417
Bridge decks at Carling Avenue eastbound (EB), and the associated traffic management.

Contract 1 and Contract 2 involved the replacement of the Highway 417 bridge decks at
Island Park Drive and Clyde Avenue, respectively. Contract 1 was completed in the
summer of 2007 followed by Contract 2 which was completed in the summer of 2008.

Subsequent contracts will involve the replacement of the Highway 417 bridge decks at
Carling Avenue westbound and Kirkwood Avenue, and the rehabilitation of the bridge at
Merivale Road.

»  Design for the replacement of bridge decks at Carling Avenue eastbound; and
e  Traffic Management Plan related to Contract 3.

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zg; “Ontario BACKGROUND

A Preliminary Design Study (PDR) for this project was undertaken by the
Ministry of Transportation in 2004 and the report was finalized in February
2005. The PDR recommended complete bridge deck replacement at five
locations along Highway 417 and rehabilitation of the Merivale Road
bridges.

Issues identified during the Preliminary Design Stage included:

e  Structural condition and rehabilitation needs;

e  Accommodation of freeway and city street traffic during rehabilitation
work;

e Opportunities to address other deficiencies in conjunction with the
bridge rehabilitations; and

e Environmental Impacts.

A Transportation Environmental Study Report (TESR) was filed in 2005 and
received environmental clearance in July 2005.

Public Involvement Centres (PICs) were held for both Contract 1 (Island
Park Drive) and Contract 2 (Clyde Avenue) in September 2006 and July
2007 respectively. The PICs presented the public with the proposed design
and provided the opportunity for the project team to obtain feedback on the
Detail Design for each contract.

Additional opportunities for public involvement will be available as part of
subsequent contracts.

CARLING EB BRIDGES

Some facts about the project area for Contract 3:

e  (Carling Avenue is a major east-west arterial road within the
City of Ottawa — it is split into eastbound and westbound
roads where it intersects with Highway 417

e  Carling Avenue is an important link in the City of Ottawa
public transit network as it is one of the main east-west links
for cross-town bus routes

e Land use on the north and south sides of Highway 417 in this
area is primarily a mix of commercial (offices & retail) and
residential

e  Original slab-on-girder bridges were constructed in 1959
e  Rehabilitation of the bridges took place in 1983
e Ongoing bridge maintenance

e  Highway 417 at Carling Avenue consists of 3 lanes in both
the eastbound and westbound directions

e  Extensive testing and inspection of the bridges has shown a
need to replace these structures
